Following the steps of tradition, the wisdom
of the past and having faith in the traditions of our Church, the Roussos family
produces and bottles this unique “NAMA POUSSOS"” which for decades now has
been chosen as ideal wine for the mystery of the Holy Communion, outselling other
ecclesiastical wines for years because it is produced according to the priests’ own
recommendations for it to be ecclesiastical wine alone. The CANAVA ROUSSOS is a
family operation with a long history of producing quality wines on SANTORINI.Since
1836, the family has been producing the island’s renowned wines from sun-dried
grapes, VINSANTO and NAMA, the latter being pressed and bottled for the last forty
years. NAMA ROUSSOS is part of an enormous tradition on SANTORINI which in turn
is part of the heritage of Greece. The tradition of making wine from sun-dried
grapes began in ancient times. In the middle of the 17th century, a portion of the
production from sun-dried grapes was dedicated to Church needs.The high quality
of the wine and the spirit of the sea-faring Santorinians explain why large quantities
of this wine were used by the Russian Orthodox Church under the tsars. Today,
setting out from SANTORINI, NAMA ROUSSOS travels to all corners of the world,
